Using custom HostIDs

To make use of custom HostIDs, you must set a callback function using LMX_SetOption with the flag LMX_OPT_CUSTOM_HOSTID_FUNCTION. See LM
X_OPT_CUSTOM_HOSTID_FUNCTION in LMX_SetOption for more information.

You should ensure that you complete the LMX_HOSTID structure correctly and return the appropriate error code, as shown in the following example.

The same callback function is also required to use custom HostIDs on a license server. In Imx_server_conf.c you can set the custom HostID callback
function to create licenses that are locked to a license server with a custom HostID.

You can easily use multiple HostID sources for such a custom callback function. Either fill the array with the independent values or use a cryptographic
hash function such as SHA-1 to combine the HostIDs into a single value.
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
